	What to bring

· Money for snacks

· Cell phones

· Professional clothes

· Comfortable shoes

· Umbrella/rain jackets


	What NOT to bring

· Expensive electronics




Overall Conference

· Remember you are representing LEAP, your school, and your community while at the conference.  We want to leave a positive impression at the hotel so we can be invited back.

· Organizers of the conference do their best to provide you with the best experience so please be understanding of their efforts.

· Bring professional/business casual clothes.

· We understand students would like to socialize with other students but remember you are at the conference for educational purposes. 

· Keep your phones or any other electronic device on vibrate or silent, especially during General Session and the Legislative Day portion of the agenda.

Hotel/Rooms

· Be in your hotel rooms by 10:00 pm, we begin the conference early each day.

· No parties in rooms.  Please be respectful to others staying at the hotel.  Even if you are not tired, remember there are people who are.

· No running in the hotel hallways.

· Do not be in the hallways dressed inappropriately (e.g. boxers).

· Do not abuse the phone or elevator.

· You can arrange for a wake up call with the hotel front desk.

· You must pay for any snacks or beverages you use in your rooms.  This is not part of the conference.

· Schedule your morning bathroom use with your roommates.

General Session (Meals)

· Be patient with dinner service.

· Be realistic with your food portions.

· Do not play with your food or silverware.

· Do not hold conversations while there is someone speaking at the podium.

· Please wait for speakers to finish speaking to leave the dining area.  If you must leave, leave as quietly as possible.

· Be on time!  If you are not on time, enter the dining area as quietly as possible and with the least amount of distraction.

· Use appropriate language and refrain from using negative language (e.g. discrimination).  

Workshops

· Select workshop sessions ahead of time, including alternative workshops session.  Some workshops only allow a certain number of people.  

Legislative Day

· Dress professionally or business casual for your legislative visit.

· Keep track of your personal belongings or try to avoid taking your personal belongings to Olympia.  LEAP is not responsible for lost or stolen items.  

· Stay with your group or have a “partner system” while at Legislative Day. In other words, have a partner that you are always with, no matter what.

· Give your cell phone number to your chaperone or your leader of the day.

· Take your journal.

· You may want to avoid wearing high heels.  There is a lot a walking involved at the Capitol.
